On the night he was betrayed he took bread; and
when he had given you thanks he broke it, and
gave it to his disciples, saying, “Take, eat. This
is my body which is given for you. Do this in
remembrance of me.”

After supper, he took the cup, and again after
giving you thanks he gave it to his disciples,
saying, “Drink this, all of you. This is my blood
of the new covenant which is shed for you and
for many for the forgiveness of sins.

Do this, as often as you drink it, in remembrance
of me.”’

Father, with this bread and this cup, we do as
our Saviour has commanded:

we celebrate the redemption he has won for us;
we proclaim his perfect sacrifice made once for
all upon the cross, his mighty resurrection and
glorious ascension; and we look for his coming
to fulfill all things according to your will.

Let us proclaim the mystery of faith.
Dying you destroyed our death,
Rising you restored our life,

Lord Jesus, come in glory.
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Renew us by your Holy Spirit,

unite us in the body of your Son,
and bring us with all your people
into the joy of eternal life;

through Jesus the Messiah our Lord,
with whom and in whom,

by the power of the Holy Spirit,

we wotship you, Father almighty,

in songs of never-ending praise:

To Him who sits on the throne and

unto the Lamb be blessing and honor and
glory and power forever.
